How can a space for acting be built in a specific location? What
kind of relationship with the spectator is to be established there?
What happens when the scenic space takes place in a location

School aims to explore, by multiplying the perspectives and the
theoretical approaches (scenographical, dramaturgical, historical,
aesthetical, sociological...) and by bringing them together with
analysis of shows seen during the Festival d’Avignon 2019.
